Active / passive switch
The 'active / passive' switch is located on the connector-panel
of the L24 cabinet. This switch is countersunk to avoid
mistakenly switching of the ‘active/passive' mode (Caution:
never switch to another mode when the cabinet is in use!).

The L24 combines an outstanding sound quality, especially
in close-by listening applications, with a very solid and
efficient construction. The L24 is equipped with a SA1202
12” woofer and a SA8535C Ribbon Compact Driver. The

cabinet in 'passive’ mode, read the descriptions below the
connectors. If used in 'active’' mode, read the descriptions
above the connectors (Caution: incorrect connection when used
in ‘active’ mode can cause damage to the loudspeaker
components).
